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Reliability Of Measurements

Precision is the degree of closeness or conformity of repeated measurements of
the same quantity to each other.

Accuracy is the degree of conformity or closeness of measurement to the true
Value. Accuracy includes not only the effects of random errors bus also any bias due to
uncorrected systematic errors. If there is no bias, The standard deviation can also be used
as a measurement of accuracy.

Uncertainty is the range within which it is expected the error of a measurement
will fall. A specified level of probability is generally associated with an uncertainty.
